The National Cell Phone Collection Program: This
year, JKCS will be involved with this program. The
primary goal of the program is to collect old, new,
broken or working cell phones. For

every cell phone donated, our school

will receive $1.00. m’ :\
Some are in “almost new” condition %
and still in working order. These

phones are cleaned and new display

screen or lenses may be installed. Others require
remanufacture including repair or replacement of
internal components. They are tested for electrical
and communication performance and new or refur-
bished batteries may be installed. Phones are sent to
areas of the world where there are no land lines or
where the cost of a new phone is prohibitive. Some
phones are donated to shelters for abused adults
and children so they may have 911 communication
and others are provided to medical patients who are
awaiting organ transplants.

The program also recycles cell phones and batteries
that cannot be reused to recover materials. So, what
can you do? Round up your old cell phones and
donate them to the school!

GRADE SEVEN AND EIGHT.
