Board Report: December Meeting: John Knox has always
been blessed with a large supporting membership. It is
one of the reasons why we can keep our tuition in line
with the larger schools.

Families who have
their youngest graduate should be encouraged to stay
members to help other families like they themselves were
helped. At a time when there is financial upheaval
around us we need to prioritize how we spend our
money. We need to invest in our children’s future finan-
cially but also with a solid Christian Education. We need
to work together family / school/ church to teach our chil-
dren how to make wise decisions and to tell others about
the wonderful gospel message. The Lord has always been
faithful and we pray He will continue to bless JKCS but
we have responsibilities too.
